This year saw the launch of the Foundation’s Science
Programme, with $18 million awarded to 20 research
teams across the UK and the US. These 2025 awards
build on earlier pilot funding and establish a network of
researchers working across neuroscience, psychology,
psychiatry, data science, and related disciplines.

Education

Teach First

In 2025-26, the Huo Family Foundation continued its
long-standing partnership with Teach First, supporting
efforts to increase the supply of high-quality STEM
teachers and strengthen school leadership in some of
England’s most disadvantaged communities.

The 2025 cohort joined Teach First through the
Summer and Autumn Institutes, with 1,434 trainees
in place, including 39% teaching STEM subjects
(mathematics, science, computing and design
technology). By January 2026, the 2026 cohort
comprised 977 trainees, with over 30% holding offers
in STEM subjects, including mathematics, science,
computing, and design technology. Recruitment

Schools participating in the programme
demonstrated significant improvements in leadership
culture and inspection outcomes, including
movement to GoodandOutstandingratings. Teach
First also expanded its leadership pipeline through
Headship Next, a new programme supporting

senior leaders aspiring to headship, with a focus on
increasing diversity and strengthening leadership
capacity in disadvantaged schools.

Through its combined focus, Teach First continues

to address systemic challenges in teacher supply and
school improvement, ensuring that pupils in the most

Teach For All

In 2025, the Huo Family Foundation continued

its partnership with Teach For All, supporting its
global network of organisations working to expand
educational opportunity and develop leadership in
underserved communities.

Teach For All's network comprised 63 partner
organisations, collectively supporting nearly 15,000
teachers and leaders and reaching approximately
1.6 million marginalised students worldwide. The
organisation’s alumni network grew to more than
114,000 members, with over 75% continuing to work
or study to advance educational equity.

Alongside network growth, Teach For All strengthened
support for partner organisations through leadership
development, regional collaboration, and targeted
assistance in crisis contexts. In 2025, it distributed $1.13
million in emergency funding to partners affected by

Teach For China recruits outstanding university

Fudan University

In 2025, the Foundation began supporting the LSE-
Fudan Research Centre for Global Public Policy, a
joint initiative of Fudan University and the London
School of Economics and Political Science (LSE) that
brings together leading expertise in public policy
research and training. The programme supports the
operation of the Centre’s hub at LSE and enables
structured academic exchange between the two
institutions, including funded research positions

and postdoctoral visits between Shanghai and
London. Through this partnership, the Foundation is
strengthening long-term collaboration between two
leading universities and supporting the development
of global public policy scholarship.

In 2025, applications for the Hub's two postdoctoral
positions rose from 92 in 2024 to 276, highlighting the
programme’s expanding visibility within the community.

Established in 2022 in honour of Professor Su
Rukeng, a respected and devoted physics professor,
this award recognizes faculty members who have
shown exceptional dedication to undergraduate and
graduate students.

International Visiting Award
for Doctoral Candidates

The Huo Family Foundation continued to support
outstanding PhD candidates from Fudan University
undertaking short-term international research visits
in the humanities and social sciences. In 2025, 11
doctoral students were selected to spend between
six and twelve months at leading institutions in the
US, the UK, Germany and Norway, including The
University of Chicago and The University of Warwick,
strengthening international academic exchange and
research collaboration.

Columbia University

The Huo Family Foundation’s endowment to
Columbia World Projects (CWP), established in
2014 and refocused in 2021, supports initiatives
that address global challenges and advance human

welfare, with a particular emphasis on public health.

In recent years, the fund has supported projects on
digital mental health care for high-risk populations
during the COVID-19 pandemic and a study of
mental health needs among displaced scholars at
Columbia University, completed in 2025, which
generated insights to inform institutional support
and service provision.

The next project funded by the Huo Family
Foundation supports Clean Air Monitoring
Interventions for Empowering Communities in
Severely Under-Monitored Areas of Queens, New
York. Led by Professor Daniel Westervelt, the two-
year project combines machine learning, satellite
data, and community-installed air sensors to map air
pollution at a neighbourhood level. By making this
data publicly accessible through a digital platform
and engaging directly with underserved communities,
the project aims to strengthen local capacity to
understand and address environmental health risks.

In 2025, the Huo Family Foundation continued
